- Linking words.
Linking words have four main functions:
1. one, contrast;
2. two, cause;
3. three, effect;
4. four, time indicators.
One, contrast.
There are a lot of linking words
that have different structures.
One: But/however.
Form:
Subject plus verb plus object plus but/however
plus a sentence that has an opposite meaning.
Examples.
John has a lot of money but/however he is not happy.
Jane studies hard however she doesn't get high marks.
We use but to connect between two opposite adverbs.
Example.
She speaks quickly but clearly.
We use but to connect between two opposite adjectives.
Examples.
He is young but strong.
She is old but fast.
Two: 
However/nevertheless/yet.
Examples.
He is very poor. However/nevertheless/yet, he is very happy.
He is short.
However/nevertheless/yet, he plays basketball well.
Three:
 although/though/even though/even if.
Form:
Although/though/even though/even if
plus subject plus verb plus adjective/adverb,
a sentence has an opposite meaning.
Example.
Although Maya works hard,
she has some free time to enjoy herself.
Four: Despite/in spite of/regardless of.
Forms.
Despite/in spite of/regardless of
plus infinitive plus ing/noun,
a sentence with an opposite meaning.
Examples.
Despite having free time, he is always busy.
Regardless of having a car, he goes to work on foot.
Despite/in spite of/regardless of plus the fact that
plus a sentence with an opposite meaning.
Examples.
Despite the fact that the team plays hard,
it always loses.
In spite of the fact that our country has many resources,
it is very poor.
Five: However.
Form:
However plus adjective/adverb plus subject plus verb,
subject plus verb plus an opposite adjective/adverb.
Examples.
However old my aunt is, she is energetic.
However hard he studies, he doesn't get high marks.
Six: As.
Form: adjective/adverb plus as plus subject plus verb,
subject plus verb plus an opposite adjective/adverb.
Examples.
Old as my aunt is, she is energetic.
Quickly as he runs, he doesn't get the first prize.
Seven: Whatever.
Forms.
whatever plus noun plus subject plus verb,
subject plus verb plus an opposite adjective/adverb.
Examples.
Whatever books he reads, he doesn't know much knowledge.
Whatever reports she writes,
she doesn't send most of them to the manager.
Whatever plus subject plus verb,
a sentence with an opposite meaning.
Example:
Whatever my son does, I will forgive him.
Eight: Unlike.
Form:
Unlike plus noun/pronoun,
a sentence with an opposite meaning.
Examples.
Unlike his sister, Peter is tall.
Unlike them, we enjoy traveling a lot.
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
